Some background:

Saint Francis Hospital and Medical Center has been an anchor institution in North Central Connecticut since its founding in 1897 by the Sisters of Saint Joseph.  Licensed for 617 beds, it is one of the largest hospitals in Connecticut and the largest Catholic hospital in New England.

Saint Francis became affiliated with Mount Sinai Hospital in 1990 to create a new regional health care system.  This was the first recorded instance of collaboration between a Catholic hospital and a Jewish hospital in United States history.  In October 1995, the two institutions completed a formal corporate merger.

A regional referral center, Saint Francis provides sophisticated, contemporary medicine with major clinical concentrations in cardiology, oncology, women’s and children’s services, behavioral health, emergency/trauma care, and rehabilitation.

In 1996, Saint Francis completed the most ambitious construction project in its history, a 10-story Patient Care Tower, which provides a wide variety of inpatient and outpatient services in an easy, convenient manner.

SWE Region F “Petticoats & Slide Rules” Exhibit in NY

The traveling Society of Women Engineers Archives Exhibit “Petticoats and Slide Rules” will be at Clinton Community College, Plattsburgh, NY from February through April 2004.

On March 6, 2004, SWE Region F is sponsoring an event in conjunction with the Exhibit.

The event will begin with a badge workshop for local Girl Scouts.  Attendees are invited to participate in the workshops.  Volunteers are needed as well to help supervise the activities.

The afternoon’s activities will include distinguished women engineers speaking about their engineering experiences.  Speakers will include Ruth Baltus, SWE 2003 Distinguished Engineering Educator and Chemical Engineering professor at Clarkson University.  Dr. Baltus was previously faculty advisor for the award winning SWE-Clarkson student section.

This will be followed by a networking reception while browsing the exhibit, and will include light refreshments.  Informal groups will be organized for dinner at local restaurants following the reception.  The exhibit will be open throughout the day.

About the exhibit:

The special historical exhibit “Petticoats and Slide Rules: SWE, A History of Women Engineers” celebrates pioneering women engineers past and present.  The exhibit is an “interactive” history featuring materials from the SWE historical collection at the Reuther Library.  Photos, videos, interviews, and artifacts highlight over five decades of promoting equal opportunity for women in engineering, as well as inspirational stories of women who “paved the way” for future generations.

“Petticoats and Slide Rules” do go hand in hand, as the dynamic history of women engineers illustrates.  This idea was first presented in 1952 to the Western Society of Engineers, during the celebration of the “Centennial of Engineering” in Chicago.  There, woman engineer Margaret Ingles presented her speech “Petticoats and Slide Rules.”  As a member of the newly founded engineering group, the Society of Women Engineers (SWE), she enlightened her audience with stories of women “trailblazers” and “pioneers,” in order to pay tribute and spread the word that, indeed, there WERE women engineers predating the “blue jeans” era.

The “Petticoats and Slide Rules” exhibit was first openend at the Reuther Library during the 2002 National Conference in Detroit.  The exhibit was a joint effort of the Reuther Library and SWE’s volunteer Archives Committee, and made possible by a grant from the Ford Motor Company Fund.  The Walter P. Reuther Library at Wayne State University is the official repository of the SWE historical materials.

Saint Francis Hospital and Medical Center is located at 114 Woodland Street in Hartford, Connecticut.

From Interstate 91 Northbound and Southbound

Take Exit 32A to Interstate 84 Westbound.  From Interstate 84 Westbound, take Exit 48, Asylum Street.  From exit ramp, take right onto Garden Street.  At second traffic light, take left onto Collins Street for six blocks.  At light, take left onto Woodland Street to hospital entrance on left.

From Interstate 84 Westbound

Take Exit 48, Asylum Street.  From exit ramp, take right onto Garden Street.  At second traffic light, take left onto Collins Street for six blocks.  At light, take left onto Woodland Street to hospital entrance on left.

From Interstate 84 Eastbound

Take Exit 46, Sisson Avenue (a left exit).  From exit ramp, take a right onto Sisson Avenue for four blocks.  Take right onto Farmington Avenue for four blocks.  Take left onto Woodland Street for three blocks to hospital entrance on right.
