Guidelines for Celebrate SWE!
Celebrate SWE is a fun event to connect with friends from across each region.  SWE leaders want to ensure that the spirit and enthusiasm of the celebration does not detract from the event.  This year in addition to awarding the Fellow, collegiate member and advisor awards, the Distinguished New Engineer (DNE) recipients will receive their award at Celebrate SWE.  Please follow these guidelines during the evening to make this a fun evening for all. 

1. Attire

Attire is semi-formal or formal.
2. Seating
The plan is for regions to sit together, however, HQ does not have an accurate count of tickets per region.  Thus, there is no guarantee that everyone from each region will get to sit together. Each region will be assigned an approximate area as well as specific number of tables in the banquet room in which to sit.  Please only take the number of tables that have been requested (by the RG).  If guests from another region cannot find seats with their group, please let them sit with near their region -- this is meant to be an inclusive event to celebrate ALL of SWE. 
3. Showing Spirit
Regions are encouraged to make some noise to show their spirit.  However, this should be done during the second part of the event, after the award presentations for Distinguished New Engineers and Fellows.  Interrupting a speaker with unsolicited cheering or noise, or excessive cheering for an award recipient that prevents the continuation of the program is not permitted and will result in disqualification from the Spirit Award Competition. Additionally, excessively loud noise makers (air horns, e.g.), and the use of laser lights or pointers are not allowed and their use will disqualify that region from the Spirit Award Competition. 

All displays of spirit (cheering, noise makers, chants, decorations, signs, and costumes) are expected to reflect the values of SWE.  Displays should not be in a place or position that will prevent others from seeing the progress of the program.  Regions are expected to avoid actions that may create a mess (throw confetti around, for example) or cause any damage to the banquet facility.  In other words, the room should be left in the state that it was originally found.  

4. Region Presentations
Each region will be allotted two minutes to show its spirit to the rest of SWE.  Depending on the event venue, the presentation will either be done on stage or from the area where the region is sitting.  No other region is allowed to interrupt during this time.  The order of the presentations will be determined by the Director of Regions prior to the event.  Creativity in the presentation is greatly encouraged.

Members of the conference local host committee will determine a spirit winner, awarding that Region Governor a small “token” of appreciation.

No other presentations are allowed.  A region is not allowed to get on stage besides this allotted time, or to move around the banquet hall during the program and disrupt the servers.  Any such interruptions, or disrupting another region's spirit presentation, are cause for disqualification.

5. Funds

Each region may spend no more than $100, $150, or $200 (dependent upon size) for costumes, accessories, displays and/or props for the event.  Solicitations or receipt of funds or in-kind donations by corporations are not permitted.
