Multiply Your Options at UCONN
Friday, April 16, 2004

Since its inception in 1995, the Multiply Your Options (MYO) program has exposed over 1405 middle school girls from Connecticut to professionals like yourself and your peers, in fields traditionally underrepresented by women.  In order to continue this goal of providing female role models in mathematics, science, engineering, business and technology, we need presenters as either a Workshop Presenter or Tools Clues Panelists.  The MYO 2004 conference will consist of two types of sessions, a morning session involving workshops and an afternoon session involving panelists for the “Tools Clues Activity”.  The morning workshops will consist of 20-25 participants for one hour.  Each workshop should be “hands-on” in nature and will be repeated for a new group of 20-25 participants right after the first session.  We recommend presenting workshops in pairs or teams.  Undergraduate volunteers will be available to assist both the workshop presenters and the Tool Clues panelists.  

A completion description and step-by-step instructions of sample workshops are available to you by request via e-mail or fax.  The afternoon panelist session will consist of a “Tools Clues Activity” where the panelist is asked to bring in objects or “tools” from her place of employment that gives “clues” as to her profession and filed of expertise.  The students will have to guess her profession based on the “Tools Clues”.  Again, this will be repeated for a new group of 20-25 participants right after the first session.
