Purpose: 

(Karen) Purpose of the call is to discuss upcoming Senate elections and process.  Yolanda Childs is the nominating committee chair.  What updates are available?

(Yolanda) She will get with other committee members and send out an update once the meeting is held in the near future.  She knows of 3 individuals possibly interested in Senate seat.

(Karen)  Asks that Yolanda draft a brief memo of the elections discussing terms and other positions up for election within the region (Gov. = 2 year term, all other officers are 1 year term).  Current officers can ask for re-nomination of those positions.  Senate and Governor elections can be done through electronic ballet (SWE national process).  Other regional elections are handles through the region.  It isn’t mandatory that Senate elections are held through national process but it may speed up delivery of final names to SWE national.  If final names aren’t submitted to headquarters by May deadline, then we lose our Senate seats.  So, biggest challenge is we have 27 days to come up with slate of candidates.  2 regional Senators cannot be from the same section or MAL.
One thing to keep in mind:  we have some Region D member who are
 currently working internationally (now considered International members) and may be interested in Senate seats.

Collegiate candidates must have 2 years membership with SWE, must have attended a national or regional conference and must have held an officer position.

Pre-approved travel operating budget for senators: $500 for domestic travel; $1000 for International travel; $500 for collegiate.  Speaker has authority to adjust stipend depending on individual need.  This budget only covers voting members (not alternates).

Karen/Yolanda will clarify if collegiate senator term is 1 year.
